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ADMISSION RULES FOR 

ACADEMIC PROGRAMS OF HIGHER EDUCATION: 

BACHELOR’S, SPECIALIST’S AND MASTER’S PROGRAMS OF 

TOMSK STATE UNIVERSITY

I. General Provisions

1. The Admission Rules for Academic Programs of Higher Education: Bachelor’s, Specialist’s and Master’s Programs (hereinafter referred to as the Rules) regulate the admission of citizens of the Russian Federation, international citizens, and stateless individuals (hereinafter referred to as Applicants) to higher educational programs: Bachelor’s and Specialist’s Programs (hereinafter referred to as Bachelor’s programs and Specialist’s programs respectively) and Master’s Programs (hereinafter referred to as Master’s programs) of National Research Tomsk State University (hereinafter referred to as the University, TSU, the organization).

2. TSU announces admission to Bachelor’s, Specialist’s and Master’s programs in compliance with the license for educational activities on relevant programs (License: No.1067, Series 90L01 No. 0008044 (termless); State Accreditation Certificate: No.1114, Series 90A01, No.001189 (valid through: 28.07.2017).

3. Regulatory documents.

– The Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation Order “On Approval of the List of Specializations and Subject Areas of Higher Education Degrees” No. 1061, 12.09.2015;

– The RF Government Resolution “On Conclusion and Termination of a Treaty on Target Admission and Treaty on Target Studying” No. 1076, 27.11.2013;

– Federal Law “On Personal Data” No. 152-FZ of 27.07.2006;

– The RF Government Resolution “List of Specializations and Subject Areas with the Procedure of Required Medical Assessment Stated in the Employment Agreement or Contract for a Relevant Position or Specialization” No. 697, 14.08.2013.

4. The Admission Rules not regulated by the legislation on education are established solely by TSU
. The Admission Rules, including procedures of enrollment, are regulated by the bylaws of the organization
. 

5. Applicants with general secondary education
 are allowed to apply for Bachelor’s or Specialist’s programs. This must be proven by a certificate of general secondary education, secondary professional education, or higher education and qualification;

Applicants with higher education of any level
 are allowed to apply for a Master’s program.  This must be proven by the higher education and qualification diploma.

The Applicant encloses the document of higher education (hereinafter referred to as the document established by the organization):

· document of education or education and qualification
;

· national document of education or education and qualification, issued before January 1, 2014 (document of primary professional education, confirming general secondary [complete secondary] education);

· document of primary professional education, granted based on general secondary (and complete secondary) education, equal to the document of general secondary (complete secondary) education
;

· document of education and qualification established by Federal State Budget Educational Institution of Higher Education M.V. Lomonosov Moscow State University and Federal State Budget Educational Institution of Higher Education Saint Petersburg State University, or document of education and qualification established by the governance board of the educational institution if the document is issued for the Applicant’s successful completion of the State Final Examination
;

· document of education or education and qualification, issued by a private educational institution within Skolkovo
;   

· document(s) of education or education and qualification of an international state if education of that state is recognized in the Russian Federation. 

6. The Applicant is enrolled in the first year of study.
7. Enrollment is conducted within admission quotas at the expense of the federal budget allocations, the budget of the Russian Federation subjects, and local budgets and by contracts on education signed in enrollment at the expense of physical parties and(or) legal entities (Appendix 1, 2).

The admission quotas include: 

1) quota (special quota) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs at the expense of budget allocations

· disabled children; 

· the disabled of groups 1 and 2; 

· lifelong disabled; 

· the disabled due to injuries or disease received during the military service, who are not advised against studying at educational institutions in compliance with the Federal Institution of Medical and Social Assessment; 

· orphaned children;

· children not in parental custody;

· individuals from the orphaned children and children not in parental custody;

· combat veterans
.

A special quota for 2017 is established by the University in the amount of not less than 10% of the admission quota for each specialization and(or) subject area (Appendix 1);

2) target quota. 

8. Enrollment at the expense of the budget allocations is conducted on a competitive basis unless otherwise stated in Federal Law N 273-FZ
.

Contract-type enrollment for physical parties and(or) legal entities is conducted under conditions regulated by the Rules on Rendering Commercial Services of TSU, approved 16.10.2013 and in compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation
.

9. TSU undertakes to guarantee the rights on education and enrollment of Applicants with a required level of education who are most capable and prepared for a program of a corresponding level and subject area in compliance with the Admission Rules
. 

10. Admission is conducted for:

1) Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs (except for the individuals entitled to admission without taking the admission tests):

– with general secondary education based on the evaluation by the 100-score results of the Unified State Examination (hereinafter referred to as USE). These results are recognized as results of admission tests. Results of entry tests conducted solely by TSU may be used for admission for the cases stated in the Admission Rules;

– with secondary or higher professional education based on the results of admission test, whose form and list is defined by TSU
; 

2) Master’s program. Admission to Master’s program is conducted by the admission tests conducted and specified solely by TSU.

10.1. Individuals specified in Federal Law N 84-FZ
 Article 5, Parts 3.1 and 3.3 and Article 6 of May 5, 2014 are enrolled to TSU in compliance with the stated rules.
11. The University receives applications under the following conditions:

1) separately for admission to TSU and to its branches;

2) separately for full-time, part-time, and extramural forms of study; 

3) separately for Bachelor’s, Specialist’s, and Master’s programs, depending on the subject area (major) in accordance with the provisions provided in Paragraph 13 of the Rules; 

4) separately within the admission quota and Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services.

12. For each set of conditions of the Admission Rules, TSU conducts an individual competition.

Individual competitions for each set of the Admission Rules and each of the following grounds for admission (hereinafter referred to as Admission Grounds) are conducted within the admission quota: 
– special quota; 

– target quota; 

– admission quota except for special quota and target quota (hereinafter referred to as Standard Seats within the Admission Quota).

An individual competition for Applicants to the Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs with different levels of education is conducted under the same Admission Rules and an Admission Ground.

13. Admission depending on the subject area (major) of programs (the Admission Rules, Paragraph 11, Subparagraph 3):

– Bachelor’s programs: for each subject area as a whole; 

Specialist’s programs: for each specialization as a whole;

Master’s programs: for each subject area as a whole;

– for each Bachelor’s program within the subject area;

for each Specialist’s program within the specialization;

for each Master’s program within the subject area;

– for a set of Bachelor’s programs within the subject area;

for a set of Specialist’s programs within the specialization;

for a set of Master’s programs within the subject area (Appendix 1, 2).

14. Applicants submit an application form established by the organization, with the required documents enclosed.

15. The Applicant may empower an individual (hereinafter referred to as the Authorized Representative) to perform actions that under the Rules do not require the physical presence of the Applicant (including submission of documents for admission and withdrawal of application documents). The Authorized Representative acts under a Power of Attorney signed by the Applicant and prepared as established for the Power of Attorney for the required acts. 
16. For visits to the University and(or) personal communications with the authorized officials of TSU, the Applicant (the Authorized Representative) must present his or her personal identification document.
17. Organizational support of admission, including for branches of TSU, is provided by the Admission Board. The Chairman of the Admission Board is the Rector of TSU. The Chairman of the Admission Board appoints the Executive Secretary of the Admission Campaign, who organizes the operation of the Admission Campaign and personal receipt of applicants, their parents (legal representatives), and Authorized Representatives.

Admission tests are governed by Examination, Attestation, and Appeal Commissions annually established by TSU. 

The authorities and the activity order of the Admission Board and Selection Boards of faculties/institutes are determined by the provisions, approved by the head of TSU, that is, the Rector. The authorities and the activity order of Examination, Attestation, and Appeal Commissions are determined by the provisions on these, approved by the Chairman of the Admission Board.

18. For admission to the full-time and part-time programs within the admission quotas in 2017, the following terms are determined (Table 1, Appendix 3):

19. Enrollment for the extramural form of study within the admission quota and Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services is conducted within the terms approved by TSU and stated in Paragraph 18 of the Rules (Appendix 3).

II. List and Programs of Admission Tests, Score Scale of the Results and the Admission Score

20. For enrollment to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, TSU includes the following tests to the approved list of admission tests for the general secondary education (Appendix 1): 

1) admission tests in compliance with the List
. Results of the Unified State Examination   are recognized as results of the general admission tests. Otherwise, the admission tests are conducted solely by the university in compliance with the Admission Rules;

2) additional admission tests conducted for the cases stated in Paragraphs 23–26 of the Rules. 

21. Certain categories of applicants to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs may take general admission tests conducted solely by the university:

1) for all general subjects:


a) the disabled children, disabled;


b) international citizens
;


c) applicants with a document of general secondary education issued within one year prior to the admission close date and the admission test close date inclusive. This is for all tests of the State Final Examination passed within a given period for programs of the general secondary education. These tests are not the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ). Otherwise, the applicants passed the final examinations in international educational organizations and did not pass the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) within a given period;

2)  for certain general subjects: applicants who passed the state final examination in these general subjects in the form of State Final Examination. This is for applicants who received the document on general secondary education within one year prior to the admission close date and the admission test close date inclusive and who did not pass the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) in corresponding general subjects. 

21.1 Applicants with a certificate on general secondary education issued in 2017 and 2018 as a result of the State Final Examination and by the educational institutions located in the Republic of Crimea and the City of Federal Importance Sevastopol are entitled to apply for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs within the year of issue of the certificate as a result of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) and(or) of the admission tests conducted solely by TSU (Federal Law N 84-FZ, Article 5, Part 3.3). These applicants may take general admission tests conducted solely by TSU within the calendar year of issue of the certificate on general secondary education.

22. For provisions of Paragraphs 21 and 21.1 of the Rules, applicants may take all general admission tests conducted solely by TSU or take one or a few general admission tests conducted solely by the University along with the results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) used as results of the other general admission tests. For provisions of Paragraph 21, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules, applicants may take general admission tests conducted solely by TSU for the general subjects for which the applicants took the State Final Examination and did not take the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) within one year prior to the admission close date and the admission test close date.

For provisions of Paragraph 21, Subparagraphs 1.a and 1.b, and Paragraph 21.1, applicants may take general admission tests conducted solely by the university, regardless of the pass of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ).

23. To apply for a given major, additional admission tests in general subjects of the List are not conducted at TSU. 

24. The following additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere are included in the List of admission tests for the general secondary education (Appendix 1, 4):

· professional tests (in physical education) for subject areas 49.03.01 Physical Education, and 49.03.03 Recreation and Sports and Recreation Tourism;

· artistic test for subject area 44.03.01 Pedagogical University (including drawing, painting, and composition);

· artistic test for subject area 54.03.01 Design (including drawing, painting, and composition);
· professional test for specializations of 53.05.01 Art of Concert Performance (including performance of solo programs, colloquium, and solfeggio), 53.05.02 Artistic Supervision of the Opera and Symphony Orchestra and Academic Choir (including conducting, piano, and solfeggio), 53.05.04 Musical and Theatre Art (including the solo program, colloquium, and solfeggio), 54.05.03 Graphics  (including drawing, painting, and composition);
· artistic test for subject area 42.03.02 Journalism (including a work in one of the journalistic genres and a creative interview in the selected major);
· artistic test for subject area 52.05.04 Literary Creation (including a creative essay/improvisation for a given topic and an interview of the major).
25. Conditions for conducting admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere are stated in Appendix 4.

26. International applicants take two admission tests in general subjects (Russian Language and the major subject from the List) to apply to the majors and specializations stated in Paragraph 24. These also take tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere to apply to the majors and specializations stated in Paragraph 24.

27. For applicants to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs with a professional education, TSU undertakes to:

a) determine the number of admission tests equal to the number of admission tests for applicants with general secondary education (Appendix 1);

b) include all general and additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere from the List of Admission Tests for Applicants with General Secondary Education to the List of Admission Tests;

c) determine the written form of examination or accept results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) for each general admission tests;

d) recognize the List of Admission Tests for Applicants with General Secondary Education as the List of Admission Tests for applicants with professional secondary education to specializations and majors of the extended group of professions, specializations, and majors of the profession or specialization of professional secondary education received. 
Admission tests conducted solely by TSU are included in the List as admission tests for applicants with higher professional education:

1) Russian Language;

2) Major general subject in compliance with the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation Order N 1204, 4.09.2014;

3) A general admission test is replaced by the examination interview in the major of the selected subject area. Additional admission tests in the artistic or professional sphere are conducted for subject areas and specializations stated in Paragraph 24. 

28. Applicants with the professional education may:

· take all general admission tests conducted solely by TSU in compliance with Paragraph 27, Subparagraph c) of the Rules or take one or several admission tests along with the results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) used as results of the other general admission tests. Otherwise, results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) may be used as results of all general admission tests;

· take general admission tests conducted solely by TSU in compliance with Paragraph 27, Subparagraph c) of the Rules, regardless of the passing of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ);

· implement provisions in compliance with Paragraphs 21, 21.1, and 22 for the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) used as the general admission test;

· recognize the List of Admission Tests for Applicants with General Secondary Education as the List of Admission Tests for applicants with professional secondary education to specializations and majors of the extended group of professions, specializations, and majors of the received profession or specialization of professional secondary education.
Applicants with professional education may apply for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs with general secondary education. 

29. General admission tests are based on the federal state educational standard of general secondary education and federal state educational standard of general basic education, with the level of complexity of these admission tests corresponding to the level of complexity of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) in corresponding general subjects;

- admission tests stated in Paragraph 27, Subparagraph d) of the Rules, are formed based on the federal state educational standard of general secondary education, federal state educational standard of general basic education, and(or) corresponding federal state educational standards of professional secondary and(or) higher education; and

- admission tests for Master’s programs are formed based on the federal state educational standards of higher education, higher professional education, or the educational standard established solely by TSU for Bachelor’s programs.

30. TSU defines a 100-score scale and the admission score (Table 2) for all admission tests:

A 100-score scale
 is applied for the results of all admission tests conducted solely by TSU for Bachelor’s, Specialist’s, and Master’s programs. For Master’s programs these are: written examination for a selected subject area, interview (test) in the Master’s degree major, or test in artistic and(or) professional sphere (Appendix 2). The admission score must not be below the score of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) that is necessary for enrollment to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs established by the federal executive body functioning as a control and supervisory body in education
.


The minimum score for admission to Master’s programs in testing conducted by TSU is 60 points. 


31. Within one program, the admission tests and admission scores on the list do not differ for enrollment to: TSU and a TSU branch, Novosibirsk Law Institute; different forms of study; seats within the special quota; seats within the target quota; standard seats within the admission quotas; and seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services.

32. The minimum number of points required for admission will not be changed after the admission start date.

III. Special Rights for Admission to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s Programs

33. Applicants entitled to enrollment without admission tests are:

1) winners of the final round of the All-Russian Competition for School Students (hereinafter referred to as Winners of the All-Russian Competition), within four years of the year of a competition
: members of the Russian Federation teams of specializations and(or) subject areas of the major of the All-Russian Competition for School Students or international competition having participated in international competitions in general subjects formed as established by the federal executive body developing the state policy and civil regulation in education (hereinafter referred to as members of the Russian Federation teams);

2) within four years of the year of a competition: winners of the 4th round of the All-Ukrainian School Competitions and members of the Ukraine teams that participated in international competitions in general subjects in specializations and(or) subject areas of the major of the All-Ukrainian School Competition or International Competition. These winners and team members are from the list of individuals stated in Federal Law N 84-FZ, Article 5, Part 3.1
. 
3) champions and 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the Olympics, Paralympics, Surdlympics, world championships, European championships, and of world competitions and European competitions in sports included in the Olympics, Paralympics, and Surdlympics (hereinafter referred to as champions [1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners] in sports) for specializations and(or) subject areas of physical education and sport
.

34. Applicants entitled for admission within the special quota are:

· disabled children; 

· the disabled of groups 1 and 2; 

· lifelong disabled (since childhood); 

· those disabled due to injuries or disease received during military service, who are not advised by a federal institution of medical and social assessment against studying at TSU in corresponding subject areas and specializations; 

· orphaned children;

· children not in parental custody;

· individuals from the orphaned children and children not in parental custody;

· combat veterans
.

35. Preference for applicants
: 

1) orphaned children, children not in parental custody, and those from orphaned children and children not in parental custody;

2) disabled children and the disabled of groups 1 and 2 who are not advised by a federal institution of medical and social assessment against studying at TSU in corresponding subject areas and specializations;
3) applicants under 20 years old with a disabled parent of group 1, if the average family income is lower than the minimum subsistence level defined for the region of the Russian Federation at the place of residence of the citizens;

4) applicants who were exposed to radiation after the disaster at the Chernobyl Nuclear Power Station and fall within the scope of the Law of the Russian Federation “On Social Security of Citizens Exposed to Radiation after the Disaster at the Chernobyl Nuclear Power Station”
, N 1244-1, May 15, 1991;

5) children of military servants who died in military service or of severe injuries (wound, trauma, and concussion) or disease received after the military service, including participation in counter-terrorism operations and(or) other anti-terror events;

6) children of the past Heroes of the Soviet Union, Heroes of the Russian Federation and Full Cavaliers of the Order of Glory;

7) children of employees of the bodies of internal affairs, the Federal National Guard Troops Service of the Russian Federation, bodies of the correctional system, Federal Fire Service of the State Fire Service, drug control bodies, customs authority, and Investigative Committee of the Russian Federation, if these employees died of severe injuries or other health damage received during their service or due to the injury received while serving in the state organizations and bodies, and children who are in their custody;

8) children of prosecutors who died of severe injuries or other health damage received during service in prosecutor’s offices or after dismissal due to health damage because of the duties;
9) contract military servants with the continuous term of the military service of at least three years, and citizens called up for the military service and applying at the recommendation of the commanders, given as established by a federal executive body with the military service established by federal law
;

10) applicants who performed contract military service for at least three years in the armed forces of the Russian Federation, military units and bodies, and other troops at the military posts and dismissed as stated in Federal Law N 53-FZ, Article 51, Paragraph 1, Subparagraphs 2–4, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph “а”, Paragraph 3, Subparagraphs 1–3 “On Military Service and Eligibility to Military Service”
;
11) disabled soldiers, participants of military operations, and combat veterans from the list of individuals stated in Federal Law N 5-FZ, Article 3, Paragraph 1, Subparagraphs 1-4​ “On veterans”
, January 12, 1995.

12) direct participants of:

 – tests of nuclear weapons and radioactive substances in the atmosphere, warfare with radioactive substances, and underground nuclear weapons, and field training exercises of such weapons and radioactive warfare substances prior to the date of operational termination of the stated tests and trainings;

– the liquidation of radiation accidents at nuclear installations of surface and subsurface ships and other military objects;

– conduct and support of work on collection and disposal of radioactive substances;

– the liquidation of consequences of these accidents (military servants and civilian contractors of the armed forces of the Russian Federation, military servants of the internal troops of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation, military servants and employees of the Federal National Guard Troops Service of the Russian Federation (including participants of liquidation of radiation accidents at nuclear installations), applicants who performed military service in railroad troops and other military units, and employees of the bodies of internal affairs of the Russian Federation and Federal Fire Service of the State Fire Service);

13) military servants and employees of the Federal National Guard Troops Service of the Russian Federation, of the bodies of internal affairs of the Russian Federation, correctional system, and Federal Fire Service of the State Fire Service operating in an armed conflict in the Chechen Republic and surrounding areas defined as the zone of the armed conflict; the stated military servants operating during counter-terrorism operations in the North Caucasus.

36. Preference for enrollment to organizations of higher education supervised by the federal state bodies is also given to graduates of general educational organizations and professional educational organizations supervised by the federal state bodies and implementing additional general programs focused on the training of the underage students for military service or other public service
. 
37. Within four years after the year of a competition, 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of school competitions conducted as established by a federal executive body that develops the state policy and civil regulation in education are given the following special rights for admission to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs of subject areas and specializations of the subject of the Competition for School Students:

1) admission without admission tests to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs of subject areas and specializations of the subject of the Competition for School Students;

2) being equal to applicants with the maximum score in the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) in the general subject of the subject of the Competition for School Students, or with successful completion of additional admission tests in the major or artistic and(or) professional sphere stated in Federal Law N 273-FZ (30), Article 70, Parts 7 and 8 (hereinafter referred to as the right to 100 points).

The special rights stated in Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of this Paragraph may be given to the same applicant. In the case of giving the special right stated in Subparagraph 2 of this Paragraph, applicants are given the maximum score (100 points) of the corresponding admission tests.

38. Applicants stated in Paragraphs 33 and 37 of the Rules are given the preference regarded as applicants with the maximum score in the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) (100 points) in a general subject or as applicants gained the maximum score (100 points) in an additional admission test of a major, artistic and(or) professional sphere, as stated in Federal Law N 273-FZ, Article 70, Paragraphs 7 and 8, if a general subject or additional admission test corresponds to the subject of the Competition or the status of the champion (1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners) in sports. This is for the terms stated in Paragraphs 33 and 37.

39. To provide the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of Competitions for School Students with the special rights and preferences stated in Paragraphs 37 and 38, the University defines levels of competitions and(or) the list of competitions for giving the stated rights and preferences. For each competition (each level of competition), the University defines the grades of the general program for which the results of the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners should be received to give the corresponding special right or preferences.

For Competitions for School Students of one subject (if applicable, within the list of competitions):

- the special right or preference given to the 1st place winners or to the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the 3rd level Competitions for School Students is also given to the 1st place winners or to the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the 1st and 2nd level Competitions for School Students;

the special right or preference given to the 1st place winners or to the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the 2rd level Competitions for School Students is also given to the 1st place winners or to the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the 1st level Competitions for School Students.

The special right or preference given to the 2nd place and 3rd place winners of the Competitions for School Students is also given to the 1st place winners of the Competition (Appendix 5).

40. For giving the special rights stated in Paragraph 37 and Paragraph 33, Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of the Rules, and the preferences stated in Paragraph 38 of the Rules, the University defines the subject of the Competitions appropriate for particular specializations and subject areas and the subject of the Competitions (the status of the champion [the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners] in sports) appropriate for general subjects and additional admission tests (Appendix 5).

41. For enrollment to one program, the special rules stated in Paragraphs 33 and 37 of the Rules and the preference stated in Paragraph 38 of the Rules must not be different for admission to TSU and a TSU branch (Novosibirsk Law Institute). This is for admission to different forms of study and for admission within the special quota, the target quota, standard seats within the admission quota, and seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services.
42. Special rights stated in Paragraph 37 of the Rules, and the preference stated in Paragraph 38 of the Rules are given to the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of Competitions for School Students (except for Artistic Competitions and competitions in Physical Education and Sports), if these applicants scored in the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) not less than as established by the University for:

the special right stated in Paragraph 37, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules for a general subject appropriate for the subject of a Competition. The general subject is selected by the University out of general subjects appropriate for the subject of the Competition. These Competitions are stated in the List of Competitions for School Students approved by a federal executive body, that develops the state policy and civil regulation in education
 
. TSU defines the general subjects for the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) if these are not stated in the List;

the special right stated in Paragraph 37, Subparagraph 2 or the preference stated in Paragraph 38 for an admission test in general subject is defined by TSU as at least 75 points.
IV. Personal achievements of applicants

43. Applicants may provide their personal achievements, the results of which are regarded as admission tests
. TSU gives points for personal achievements and(or) preference when the ranking scores in the list of applicants are equal. Personal achievement points are included in the total score of an applicant for admission.  

Applicants provide documents that confirm the delivery of the results of personal achievements. These documents must not be provided for the personal achievement stated in Paragraph 44, Subparagraph 6 of the Rules.

44. For Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, points are given for the following personal achievements:

1) champions and the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the Olympics, Paralympics, Surdlympics; world champions; European champions; 1st place winners of world competitions and European competitions in sports, included to the Olympics, Paralympics, and Surdlympics; golden badge of the All-Russian Physical Culture Training Program “Ready for Labor and Defense” (GTO, ГТО) and a certificate to the badge;

2) for gold medalists: certificate of general secondary education with honors or certificate of general secondary (complete secondary) education; for silver medalists: certificate of general secondary (complete secondary) education;

3) diploma of professional secondary education with honors;

4) volunteering (the last date of volunteering is within four years prior to the admission close date and admission test close date); 

5) participation and(or) results of participation in competitions (if these competitions are not used for special rights and(or) preferences for admission under concrete conditions and grounds for admission), other intellectual and(or) artistic competitions, and sports events conducted to identify and support participants with the most outstanding abilities;

6) mark given by the subject committee of TSU for the final composition that is mandatory for permission to take the state final examination in programs of general secondary education (Faculty of Journalism, Faculty of Philology: Literary Creation, Philology).

45. For Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, applicants may be given not more than 10 points in total for personal achievements. For Master’s programs, applicants may be given not more than 30 points in total for personal achievements in compliance with the Admission Rules (Appendix 6).

46. TSU defines the list of personal achievements acceptable for admission to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs for admission when total scores of applicants are equal and the personal achievements acceptable for admission to Master’s programs (Appendix 6).

47. The list of acceptable personal achievements and the procedure for acceptance of these achievements are approved as stated in Paragraphs 43–46 and are stated in the Admission Rules approved solely by TSU (Appendix 6).

 V. Informing of enrollment


48. The University must inform applicants and(or) their parents (Authorized Representatives) of:

· the Charter;

· the license for educational activities;

· state accreditation certificate;

· programs and other documents that cover the learning process and the rights and responsibilities of students.

For admission on a competitive basis, the applicant is given the information on the competition and the results of the competition.
49. TSU posts information on the official website of TSU (hereinafter referred to as the official website) to inform of admission to TSU. TSU also provides free access to the information on the information board at the Admission Board Office and(or) in an electronic information system at the University (electronic kiosk).

q) e-mail for sending electronic admission documents (if this is in compliance with the Admission Rules approved by TSU);

r) available dormitories.

50. The Admission Board provides hotlines and operation of the website for responses on admission.

51.  Information on the total number of submitted applications and the list of applicants (hereinafter referred to as Applicants) are being posted on the official website and on the information board since the start date of admission. These define:
1) applicants to:

a) seats within the admission quota:


– seats within the special quota;


– seats within the target quota;

– standard seats within the admission quota;

b) seats within Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services;

2) applicants without taking the admission tests. 

Applicants may use the results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) and(or) admission tests conducted solely by TSU as admission tests. This is stated in the list of applicants, except for the applicants who do not take the admission tests.
Information on the total number of applications and the list of applicants are updated daily.

VI. Admission documents

52. Applicants to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs can submit an application form(s) to not more than five organizations of higher education at a time. An applicant may participate in competition for not more than three specializations and(or) subject areas for each organization of higher education.
53. For each specialization and subject area stated in Paragraph 52 of the Rules, an applicant may simultaneously submit application form(s) for different conditions for study and(or) different grounds for admission.

54. For the simultaneous admission to the University under different conditions for study and(or) grounds for admission, an applicant submits one application form or several application forms in compliance with the Rules of Admission approved solely by TSU. 


55. For one organization of higher education and one program, an applicant has each of the following special rights for admission to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs funded by the budget allocations (regardless of the total number of grounds for admission of the corresponding special right):


– the right for admission without taking admission tests stated in Paragraph 33 of the Rules;


– the right for admission within the special quota stated in Paragraph 34 of the Rules;

– the right for admission without taking admission tests stated in Paragraph 37, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules.


56. Each of the special rights stated in Paragraph 55 of the Rules may be used by an applicant within the University and one program, while simultaneously submitting application forms under different conditions for admission and(or) grounds for admission.


57. Submitting an application form using each of the special rights stated in Paragraph 55 of the Rules, an applicant is entitled to submit an application form(s) to the University for the same programs and(or) other programs, and to other organizations of higher education without the use of the stated special rights.


58. Submitting application forms under different conditions for admission and(or) different grounds for admission, an applicant may simultaneously use the right to 100 points and several grounds to use the right to 100 points, including within one competition.


For each ground for the use of the right to 100 points, TSU defines one or several general admission tests and(or) one or several additional admission tests for which applicants may use this right. 

Defining several general admission tests to use the right to 100 points, this right is given to applicants for one admission test chosen by the applicant.

Within one competition, an applicant may use every ground for obtaining the right to 100 points for the general admission test or additional admission test(s). Participating in several competitions, an applicant may use the same ground for obtaining the same or different rights to 100 points.


59. The preference stated in Paragraph 38 of the Rules is used as the right to 100 points.


60. Admission of documents is conducted in Building 1 of the University (Admission Board, Tomsk State University, 36 Lenina Avenue, Tomsk, Russia 634050 ) and at the TSU branch (7 Sovetskaya Street, Novosibirsk, Russia 630007). Admission of the stated documents may be conducted by the authorized officials of TSU in other buildings and(or) in transportable Admission Boards (see abiturient.tsu.ru).


61. Admission documents are sent to TSU by:


1) an applicant in person (Authorized Representative), including: to the registration address of the branch; and an authorized official of TSU conducting the admission in another organization or in a transportable Admission Board;
2) the public post service; and

3) e-mail: pk@mail.tsu.ru for TSU, nlftsu@online.nsk.su for Novosibirsk Law Institute. 


62. An applicant (Authorized Representative) is given a receipt note for the received documents if an applicant (Authorized Representative) submits documents directly to TSU.


63. If the documents required for submission are sent by the public post service or e-mail, the stated documents are accepted if these were received by TSU not later than the close admission date established by the Admission Rules approved solely by TSU.


64. The list of applicants is posted on the official website of TSU with information on acceptance or rejection of the documents (for rejection, stating the reason).


65. An applicant provides the following information in an application form:


1) full name;


2) date of birth;


3) citizenship (Statelessness);


4) details of the personal identification document (including the issuing authority and date of issue);

5) information that an applicant is from the list of individuals stated in Federal Law N 84-FZ, Article 6, or Article 5, Part 3.1 for admission under conditions determined for such applicants by the Rules; 

6) information on education and the document as established by the organization, in compliance with the Rules stated in Paragraph 5 of the Rules;


7) conditions for admission and grounds for admission;


8) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs: special rights of an applicant (for applicants with the special rights: details of documents confirming these rights);


9) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs: information on passing and results of the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) (if an applicant has several valid results of the Unified State Examination [ЕГЭ], it is stated which the results and subjects of the Unified State Examination [ЕГЭ] are applied);


10) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs: details on participation in the competition based on the results of the general admission tests conducted solely by TSU (specifying the grounds for participation in the competition based on the results of these admission tests and the list of admission tests);


11) the language of all admission tests conducted solely by TSU, if these tests can be in different languages;


12) required special conditions for conducting the admission tests due to disabilities of applicants (specifying the list of admission tests and special conditions);

13) intention to take distance admission tests and the address to take these tests;

14) details on personal achievements (if applicable, state the details on these);

15) details on the required place in the dormitory for the term of study;

16) postal address and(or) e-mail (not the required field);

17) the means of return of the submitted documents (in case of rejection or in other cases).

66. The following is provided in an application form, and is approved by applicant’s signature:

1) an applicant is familiar with (including through the public information systems):


– the copy of the license for educational activities (with Appendix);


– the copy of the state accreditation certificate (with Appendix) or information on the lack of this certificate;


– special rights and preferences given to applicants to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs;

– close dates for submission of confirming applications on acceptance to TSU;

– Admission Rules approved by TSU, including appeals on admission tests conducted solely by TSU;

2) consent of the applicant for personal data processing;

3) familiarity with a mandatory condition to provide authentic information and documents;
4) for applicants within the admission quota:

– for applicants to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs: the lack of the Bachelor’s, Specialist’s, or Master’s Diploma;

– for applicants to Master’s program: the lack of the Specialist’s or Master’s Diploma, except for the applicants with higher professional education approved by the awarded qualification “Specialist (qualification)”
;


5) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs:



– confirmation of simultaneous submission of applications to not more than five organizations of higher education, including TSU;



– for submission of several application forms to TSU: confirmation of simultaneous submission of applications to not more than three specializations and(or) subject areas within an organization;


6) for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs within the admission quota based on special rights stated in Paragraphs 33 and 34, and Paragraph 37, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules: confirmation of submission of an application form solely to TSU based on the corresponding special right; and for several application forms to TSU: confirmation of submission of an application form solely to this program based on the corresponding special right.


7) commitment of an applicant to provide the documents within the stated deadline, if an applicant provided documents stated in Paragraph 72.1 after the close date for the confirming application on acceptance to TSU.


67. For documents for submission, that is, the application form and the facts stated therein according to Paragraph 66 of the Rules, that are submitted in compliance with Paragraph 61, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules are certified by the personal signature of an applicant (Authorized Representative).


68. An applicant provides an application form with:


1) personal identification/citizenship document(s);


2) for submission in compliance with provisions approved for admission of applicants stated in Federal Law N 84-FZ, Article 6 or Article 5, Part 3.1: document(s), confirming the identity of an applicant in compliance with the conditions for defining a person as one of the list stated by the Federal Constitutional Law
;


3) document as established by the organization in compliance with Paragraph 5 of the Rules (an applicant may provide a document on general secondary education and a document on professional secondary [basic secondary] education or on higher education).


Document of education issued by an international state that is presented with a certificate of recognition of international education, except for the following cases, where the certificate is not required:

· for the document of education issued by an international state, in compliance with Federal Law N 273-FZ, Article 107, Part 3;

· for admission to an educational organization of higher education that is entitled to solely acknowledge international education and(or) international qualification as established by the organization. These are not in compliance with Federal Law N 273-FZ
, Article 107, Part 3. The right of TSU to solely acknowledge the international education is stated in Paragraph 3.34 of the TSU Charter. 

· for a document of education whose draft is approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine: the holder of this document is from the list of applicants stated in Federal Law N 84-FZ, Article 6
;

4) document approving the disability: for applicants to the competition, based on the results of general admission tests for certain categories of applicants stated in Paragraph 21, Subparagraph 1a) of the Rules;

5) document approving the health limitations or disability requiring special conditions for conducting the admission tests;

6) statement from the Federal Institution of Medical and Social Assessment for applicants within the special quota of disabled children, the disabled of groups 1 and 2, lifelong disabled, and the disabled due to injuries or disease received during military service. The statement must not advise against studying at educational institutions; 


7) for the use of the special right or preference by the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the All-Russian Competition: document attesting that an applicant is a 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winner of the final round of the All-Russian Competition for School Students;


8) for the use of the special right or preference by the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of the 4th round of the All-Ukrainian School Competition stated in Paragraph 33, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules: document, approving that an applicant is the 1st place, 2nd place, or 3rd place winner of the 4th round of the All-Ukrainian School Competition;

9) for the use of the special right or preference by members of the Russian Federation teams: document attesting that an applicant is a member of the Russian Federation team;

10) for the use of the special right or preference by members of the Ukrainian teams stated in Paragraph 33, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules: document approving that an applicant is a member of the Russian Federation team;

11) for the use of the special right or preference by the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners in sport competitions: document attesting the status of the winner;

12) for the use of admission right within the special quota: document attesting that an applicant is from the list of applicants including the orphaned children and children not in parental custody until age 23;

13) for the use of the preference right for admission stated in Paragraph 35 of the Rules: document attesting that an applicant is from the list of applicants including the orphaned children and children not in parental custody until age 23;

14) documents attesting to the personal achievements of an applicant, the results of which are accepted for admission in compliance with Admission Rules approved by TSU (applicable if decided by an applicant); 

15) for the use of the special right or preference by the 1st place, 2nd place, and 3rd place winners of School Student Competitions: document attesting that an applicant is the 1st place, 2nd place, or 3rd place winner of School Student Competitions;

16) other documents (applicable if decided by an applicant);

17) 2 photos of an applicant: for applicants submitting admission tests conducted by the University.

69. Applicants may submit original documents or copies. Copies are not required to be verified. For admission within the admission quota, an applicant submits an application form along with the confirming application on acceptance to TSU with the original document provided as established by the organization (in compliance with Paragraph 116 of the Rules):   

1) based on the special right stated in Paragraph 33 of the Rules;

2) based on the special right stated in Paragraph 37, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules;

3) within the special quota;

4) within the target quota.

70. For admission under two or more subparagraphs of Paragraph 69 of the Rules, an applicant: submits a confirming application on acceptance to TSU to one of the organizations with the original document as established by the organization; specifies the organization where a confirming application on acceptance to TSU is submitted (will be submitted) for application forms to other organizations.

71. Document stated in Paragraph 68, Subparagraph 4 or 5 of the Rules is accepted by the Admission Board of TSU, if it expires not before the admission start date. Document stated in Paragraph 68, Subparagraph 6, 12 or 13 of the Rules is accepted by the Admission Board of TSU if it expires not before the admission close date and the admission test close date.  

An applicant may submit a document stated in Paragraph 68, Subparagraph 6, 12, or 13 of the Rules if it expires before the admission close date and the admission test close date, but not before the submission date of an application form. The corresponding rights are given to an applicant if the applicant provided a document that expires not before the submission date of an application form, or before the admission close date or the admission test close date.

If the term of validity of the document stated in Paragraph 68, Subparagraphs 4, 5, 6, 12, or 13 of the Rules is not specified, it is assumed to be one year from the document received date. The document stated in Paragraph 68, Subparagraphs 7, 8, 9, 10, or 15 of the Rules is accepted within the terms stated in Paragraph 33 or 37 of the Rules. 

72. An application form is filled out in Russian. Documents in languages other than Russian must be translated into Russian and verified as established by the organization. Documents issued in a foreign country are submitted legalized as established by the legislation of the Russian Federation or with an apostille (except for cases when legalization or apostille is not required in compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation and(or) international contract).

Legalization, apostille, or translation into Russian, verified as established by an organization, are not required for documents issued in compliance with the Ukrainian legislation and given to applicants recognized as citizens and residents of Crimea. An applicant may submit an application form in languages other than Russian for programs taught in languages other than Russian.
73. If an applicant submits documents not in compliance with the Rules (except for the case when the violation is not applicable for all admission conditions and admission grounds stated in the application form), the Admission Board returns the documents to an applicant:

on the day of submission, if documents are submitted by an applicant in person (by an Authorized Representative);

within three business days after the received date of documents by Admission Board, if original documents are sent by public post services.

Documents stated in Paragraph 72.1 of the Rules must be submitted not later than on the close date for confirming application of acceptance to TSU. Otherwise, Admission Campaign returns the documents by the means of return specified in an application form (for the original documents returned by the public post service: within three business days after the close date for submission of documents).
74. For admission to specializations and subject areas (Applied Geology, Radio Electronic Systems and Complexes, Pedagogical Education),
 applicants take required medical assessments with the procedure stated in the employment agreement or contract for a relevant position, profession, or specialization (Appendix 7).
75. The University verifies submitted documents and details stated in the application form. For this purpose, TSU is entitled to apply to corresponding state and information systems, and state (municipal) bodies and organizations.

76. The personal profile of an applicant is formed with the original or copy of the document as established by the organization, copy of personal identification document(s), citizenship documents, materials of passed admission tests, and other documents submitted by an applicant, including documents for appeal, and original documents and(or) copies of Powers of Attorney, submitted to the Admission Board by Authorized Representatives. 

77. An applicant may recall submitted documents at any phase of admission by submitting a document recall application under the procedure stated in Paragraph 61 of the Rules. The procedure must include the means of return of submitted documents (transfer of documents to the applicant (Authorized Representative) through the public post services).

78. For admission within the admission quota under concrete conditions for admission stated in Paragraph 11, Subparagraphs 1–3 of the Rules, the submitted documents are given to an applicant (Authorized Representative) to the seats under corresponding conditions for admission, if he or she submits a document recall application in person. The documents are returned as follows:

· within two hours after submitting a document recall application, if this application is submitted not later than two hours prior to the end of the business day;

· within first two hours of the next business day, if this application is submitted later than two hours prior to the end of the business day.

79. If documents are recalled (except for the case stated in Paragraph 78 of the Rules) or an applicant is rejected, original documents are returned within 20 business days after the recall of the submitted documents or enrollment under corresponding conditions for admission in compliance with the means of return stated in the document recall application or application form.

VII. Admission tests conducted solely by TSU
80. TSU conducts admission tests stated in Paragraphs 21, 21.1, and 27 of the Rules, additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional spheres, and admission tests to Master’s programs.

Results of final examinations of preparatory divisions, preparatory faculties, courses (schools), and other tests that are not admission tests, are conducted in compliance with the Rules.

81. Admission tests are conducted in the written form, oral form, as a combination of these, or in other forms, if these forms are defined by the Rules (Appendix 1, 2, 4).

82. Admission tests to TSU are conducted in Russian.

For Bachelor’s/Specialist’s programs taught in languages other than Russian (Appendix 1) some admission tests organized by TSU are conducted in languages other than Russian in compliance with the Rules.

For admission to Master’s programs taught in language(s) other than Russian, TSU may define that admission test(s) are conducted in that language(s) (Appendix 2).

For the same admission test conducted in different languages, TSU defines the same form of the examination and program of the admission test.

83. As defined by the Admission Board of TSU, videoconference and distance educational technologies, including writing tests in the management system of e-learning of TSU “E-University: MOODLE” may be used for admission tests to Master’s programs and for admission of international students after signing in to the system. The examination board must identify the identity of an applicant to the competition as that of the person taking the admission test.

Technical parameters for the use of videoconference and requirements to the end devices and communication channel for applicants to use the management system of e-learning of TSU “E-University: MOODLE” are defined by TSU and posted on the official website.

84. One admission test is conducted for all applicants or separately for different groups of applicants (including during the formation of groups from applicants who have submitted the required documents). One admission test on one day is conducted for each group of applicants. An applicant may take more than one admission test on one day, if decided by an applicant. 

85. One general admission test is defined for one general subject within one competition. Admission tests conducted in different languages are conducted separately. If TSU conducts admission tests with the same subject and language:

1) the general admission test is one for all competitions;

2) additional admission tests, admission tests stated in Paragraph 27 Subparagraph 4 of the Rules, and admission tests for Master’s programs are conducted as:

– one admission test within each competition;

– one admission test within several competitions.

86. An applicant must take each admission test stated in Paragraph 85 of the Rules once. For examinations in different languages conducted by TSU, an applicant takes an admission test in a chosen language.

87. Applicants who did not take the admission test for a valid reason (disease or other documented circumstances) are allowed to take an admission test with another group or at additional time. 

88. Participants and supervisors of the admission tests must not bring nor use communication tools at admission tests. Participants of admission tests may bring and use reference materials and electronic devices approved by the Admission Rules to be used at admission tests. 
89. If Admission Rules approved by TSU are violated by an applicant at admission tests, an applicant must leave the exam with a formal note written by authorized officials.
90. Results of admission tests are posted on the official website and the information board:

a) for oral admission tests: on the day it was taken;

b) for other than oral forms of admission tests (for additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere and admission tests to Master’s programs): within the term, specified by the Admission Rules, approved by TSU;

c) for other admission tests: within three business days after conducting the admission test.

91. If results of the written admission test are announced, an applicant (Authorized Representative) may familiarize him/herself with the test on the day the results of the written admission test are announced or within the next business day.

VIII. Admission tests for applicants with health limitations and the disabled
92. The university provides admission tests for applicants with health limitations and(or) the disabled (hereinafter collectively referred to as applicants with health limitations) considering the psychophysical development, personal abilities, and state of health of these applicants (hereinafter referred to as personal abilities).

93. Material and technical conditions are provided by TSU, enabling free access and occupation for applicants with health limitations to study rooms, restrooms, and other rooms (including wheelchair ramps, handrails, and extended doorways; study rooms must be on the first floor if elevators are not mounted). 

94. Admission tests for applicants with health limitations are conducted in a separate room. Number of applicants with health limitations for one room must not be over 12 for the written admission test, and six for the oral admission test.

A greater number of applicants with health limitations may take admission tests in one study room and admission tests for applicants with health limitations may be conducted in one study room with other applicants, if these do not make difficulties at admission tests. 
The university staff or contractors may assist at admission tests. If these provide technical support for applicants with health limitations, considering their personal abilities (to take a seat, move, read and complete a test, and communicate with lecturers conducting an admission test).
95. The duration of admission tests for applicants with health limitations is extended not more than by 1.5 hours as decided by the Admission Board.

96. Applicants with health limitations are informed on the procedure of admission tests as convenient to them.
97. Applicants with health limitations can use electronic devices at admission tests if this is required for their health condition.

98. The following additional requirements are provided at admission tests considering the personal abilities of applicants with health limitations:

1) for the blind:

admission tests as a file on the computer with the special software for the blind installed or read out loud by an assistant;

written tests are completed on the computer with special software for the blind installed or are read out loud by an assistant;

applicants are given the writing instruments if required and a computer with special software for the blind installed;


2) for the partially sighted:

individual and even illumination of at least 300 lux is provided;

applicants are given the zooming-in devices at admission tests if required; personal zooming-in devices may be used;

texts of exercises of admission tests and instructions on the procedure of admission tests are printed in a larger font;

3) for the deaf and the partially sighted: 
multiple-access volume amplifiers are provided; personal volume amplifiers are provided if requested;

a sign language interpreter is provided if requested;


4) an interpreter for the deafblind is provided apart from the requirements for the blind and the deaf;


5) for applicants with severe speech impairments, the blind, and the hard-of-hearing: oral admission tests are conducted in the written form (additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere, and admission tests to Master’s programs as decided by the Admission Board);

6) for applicants with the muscular-skeletal disorders and motor function disorders of the upper limbs or lacking the upper limbs: written tests are completed on the computer with the special software installed or are read out loud by an assistant; written admission tests are conducted in the oral form (additional admission tests in the artistic and(or) professional sphere, and admission tests to Master’s programs as decided by the Admission Board);

99. The conditions stated in Paragraphs 93–98 of the Rules are applied to applicants with an application form with the information if the special conditions are required;


100.  The university may conduct distance admission tests for applicants with health limitations.

IX. General rules for submission and processing of appeals


101. An applicant (Authorized Representative) may appeal admission tests conducted solely by TSU. The appeals are applied for the violation of the procedure of admission tests and(or) for objection to the score obtained.


102. The appeal is submitted as stated in Paragraph 61 of the Rules.


103. While processing the appeal, it is verified whether the procedures of admission tests and(or) scoring were strictly followed.


104. Appeals are submitted on the day the results of the admission test are announced or within the next business day. An appeal on the violation of the procedure of admission tests may also be submitted on the day of the admission test.


105. An appeal is processed within two business days after submission.


106. An applicant (Authorized Representative) may be present at the processing of the appeal. One parent or an Authorized Representative may accompany an applicant, except for the applicants under 18 years old recognized as sui juris. 


107. The Appeal Commission decides on the change of the admission test score after processing the appeal. The decision of the Appeal Commission must be officially recorded and reported to the applicant (Authorized Representative). An applicant (Authorized Representative) is familiarized with the decision of the Appeal Commission by the signature of an applicant (Authorized Representative).


108. For distance admission tests, TSU provides distance processing of appeals.
X. Lists of applicants and enrollment


109. TSU defines the list of applicants for each competition after submission of documents and(or) admission test are finished.


110. The list of applicants for each competition includes:


– list of applicants who do not take admission tests;


– list of applicants who passed the Unified State Examination (ЕГЭ) and(or) admission tests if the applicants gained the minimum score for admission.


Enrollment based on the admission tests is conducted for the seats left after enrollment without admission tests within the corresponding list of applicants.


111. The list of applicants who do not take the admission tests is ranked as follows: 


1) by the status of applicants entitled to admission without admission tests:


a) members of the Russian Federation teams and members of the Ukrainian teams stated in Paragraph 33, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules;


b) 1st place winners of the All-Russian Competition for School Students and 1st place winners the 4th round of the All-Ukrainian School Competition stated in Paragraph 33, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules;


c) 2nd and 3rd place winners of the All-Russian Competition for School Students and 2nd and 3rd place winners of the 4th round of the All-Ukrainian School Competition stated in Paragraph 33, Subparagraph 2 of the Rules;

d) champions (2nd and 3rd place winners) in sports;

e) 1st place winners of school competitions;

f) 2nd and 3rd place winners of school competitions.

2) for applicants ranked descending the score given for personal achievements and stated in this paragraph, Subparagraphs 1a) – 1f); 

3) for equal criteria of Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of this paragraph: applicants with the preference right for admission take a higher position in the list.

112. The list of applicants with admission tests are ranked as follows: 

1) descending the total score;

2) for equal total scores:

– descending the total score of admission tests;

– descending the total score of individual admission tests in compliance with the priority for admission tests, established by the Rules;


3) for equal criteria of Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of this paragraph: applicants with the preference right for admission take a higher position in the list. Total score is the sum of scores of admission tests and for personal achievements;


4) for equal criteria of Subparagraphs 1 and 3 of this paragraph: applicants with a higher average score in the document on education take a higher position in the list.


113. In the list of applicants, the following is provided:


1) for an applicant who does not take admission tests:



– a ground for admission without admission tests;



– scores for personal achievements;



– preference right for admission (if applicable);


2) for an applicant with results of admission tests:



– total score;



– scores of admission tests;



– scores for personal achievements;



– preference right for admission (if applicable);


3) confirming application on acceptance to TSU (submitted in compliance with Paragraph 116 of the Rules).


114. Lists of applicants are posted on the official website and information board, and are updated daily (not later than on the first opening hour) prior to the orders of admission.


115. TSU defines the close date for confirming applications on acceptance to TSU at every phase of admission (admission to full-time and part-time Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs within the admission quota is performed in compliance with Paragraph 118 of the Rules) (Appendix 3).


116. An applicant submits a confirming application on acceptance to TSU with an original document as established by the organization within the admission quota. For seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services, an applicant submits an original document as established by the organization, or the copy of this document verified as established by the organization, or the copy of this document to be verified by the Admission Board attached to the original document (hereinafter referred to as confirming application on acceptance to TSU).


The original document as established by the organization is not required (copies of the document for admission to seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services), if it was previously submitted to the Admission Board (with an application form or confirming application on acceptance to TSU) (as amended by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation Order N 333 of 30.03.2016). 

Conditions for admission and a ground for admission (if applicable) for one specific competition are stated in a confirming application on acceptance to TSU. The results of this competition are used for admission. Multiple submissions are allowed for a confirming application on acceptance to TSU to a concrete organization. 


A confirming application on acceptance to TSU is signed by an applicant and submitted before the close date for confirming applications on acceptance to TSU. On the close date for confirming applications on acceptance to TSU, the confirming application on acceptance to TSU is submitted to the Admission Board before 18:00 local time.


117. Applicants submitted a confirming application on acceptance to TSU are subject to enrollment. Enrollment is performed in compliance with the ranked list until the defined number of seats is allocated.


118. Terms of enrollment.


1) For admission within the admission quota and to the seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services to full-time and part-time Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, enrollment is performed as follows.

2) For admission within the admission quota and to the seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services to full-time and part-time Master’s programs, admission is conducted within the terms stated in Table 4.


Enrollment terms for Bachelor’s, extramural Specialist’s, and Master’s programs are shown in Table 4.


119. Applicants enrolled within the special quota are excluded from the list of applicants for the basic seats under the same conditions for admission.


120. Seats not allocated within quotas may be used for admission of applicants without admission tests to the basic seats within the admission quota under the same conditions for admission.


After enrollment of applicants without admission tests, and within quotas, seats not allocated within quotas are used as basic seats under the same conditions for admission.


121. For admission within the admission quotas to full-time and part-time Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, an applicant may submit a confirming application on acceptance to TSU at most twice.


If submission of a confirming application on acceptance to TSU or recall of the submitted documents is conducted with a previously submitted confirming an application on acceptance to TSU to the stated seats, an applicant simultaneously submits a rejecting application on acceptance to TSU in compliance with the previously submitted confirming an application on acceptance to TSU. A rejecting application on acceptance to TSU is a ground to exclude an applicant from the list of enrolled students.


122. Seats of the expelled students enrolled at the previous phase(s) of enrollment are added to the basic seats under the same conditions for admission.


123. For admission within the admission quota to extramural Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs, under Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services and to Master’s programs, enrollment is conducted in compliance with the Rules of Admission within the terms approved by TSU. Enrollment to the seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services is conducted after enrollment within the admission quota or regardless of the terms of enrollment within the admission quota (Table 4).


124. Enrollment is finished before the first day of the academic year (that is, on August 31, 2017).


Orders of enrollment are posted on the official website and information board on the day of issue and must be available within six months.

XI. The target admission


125. TSU may conduct the target admission within the admission quota.
 The target quota to Bachelor’s, Specialist’s and Master’s programs for each specialization and subject area is defined annually within the terms defined by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation
 (Appendix 8).


Within a specialization or a subject area, the target quota is defined by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation:


1) with details on the university and the office of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation;


2) with details on the forms of study;


3) with or without details on Bachelor’s programs within a subject area, on Specialist’s programs within a specialization, and on Master’s programs within a subject area.


126. If the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation defines the target quota without any details stated in Paragraph 125 of the Rules, the university solely provides details on the target quota under Paragraph 125, Subparagraphs 1 and 2 of the Rules and Paragraph 125, Subparagraphs 3 of the Rules (depending on the procedure of admission in compliance with Paragraph 13 of the Rules).


127. Target admission is conducted within the stated quota under the Contract on Target Admission. A Contract on Target Admission is signed between TSU and the following organizations, if these signed a Contract on Target Learning with an applicant:


– federal state body,


– state body of a constituent territory of the Russian Federation,


– a local government,


– state (municipal) office,


– unitary enterprise, state corporation,


– state company,


– an economic society with the registered capital shared by the Russian Federation, a constituent territory of the Russian Federation, or a municipal corporation
 (42) (hereinafter referred to as a Customer of Target Admission).


Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation may provide details on the target quota for individual customers of target admission. If Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation defines the target quota without the details, a quota may be provided solely by the university with details for individual customers of target admission. 


128. In the list of applicants within the target quota, the details on a body or an organization signed the Contract on Target Learning defined with an applicant.


129. Essential conditions of a Contract on Target Admission are:


– TSU obligations to provide the target admission for a citizen, signed a Contract on Target Learning;


– obligations of a body or an organization, stated in Paragraph 127 of the Rules to organize the study and work internships for a citizen signed a Contract on Target Learning
.


130. In the interest of the state safety, details on the target admission are not provided in the list of applicants submitted an application form and in the list of applicants to the target quota. 


131. Enrollment within the target quota of applicants enrolled in the interest of the state safety is documented by individual order(s), which is not subject to being posted on the official website and on information board.

XII. Admission of international citizens and stateless individuals

132. International students and stateless individuals may receive a degree from the budget allocations in compliance with international contracts of the Russian Federation, federal laws, or the quota for education for international citizens and stateless individuals as established by the Russian Federation Government (hereinafter referred to as the quota for education for international citizens), as well as from the funds of private individuals and legal entities in compliance with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services
. 
 132.1 TSU defines the following terms of admission of documents, admission tests, conducted solely by TSU, and admission procedures for Bachelor’s, Specialist’s, and Master’s programs to the seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services (Table 5).


133. Admission within the quota for education for international citizens is conducted under the decision of the federal executive body developing the state policy and civil regulation in education. Enrollment within the quota for education for international citizens is conducted under individual order(s) of TSU.


134. International citizens and stateless individuals, who are compatriots living abroad, may receive a degree on the same basis as citizens of the Russian Federation if they comply with the requirements, stated in Federal Law N 99-FZ, Article 17 of May 24, 1999 “On the state policy of the Russian Federation regarding compatriots living abroad”
 (hereinafter referred to as Federal Law N 99-FZ).


135. The special rules for Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs given in compliance with Federal Law N 273-FZ are not applied to the compatriots living abroad and compatriots who are not citizens of the Russian Federation, if otherwise is not stated in an international contract by the Russian Federation
.


136. For admission of international applicants and stateless individuals to Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs with seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services, TSU: defines at least two general admission tests selected by the university out of the list of admission tests stated in Order N 1204 for a corresponding specialization or subject area; defines additional admission tests in compliance with the Rules; and may substitute general and(or) additional admission tests by other admission tests in compliance with Paragraph 27 of the Rules. If the list of admission tests for international applicants and stateless individuals approved by TSU differs from the list of admission tests for other applicants, TSU provides seats for international applicants and stateless individuals and conducts an individual competition for these.


137. An international applicant or a stateless individual submits documents with:


– details on the personal identification document, on the personal identification document of an international citizen in the Russian Federation or a stateless individual in the Russian Federation in compliance with Federal Law N 115-FZ, Article 10, of July 25, 2002 “On a legal position of international citizens in the Russian Federation”,
 stated in an application form;


– the original document or a copy of either a personal identification/citizenship document or a personal identification document of an international citizen in compliance with Paragraph 68, Subparagraph 1 of the Rules.


138. For admission under Federal Law N 99-FZ, Article 17, a compatriot submits original documents or copies of documents, stated in Federal Law N 99-FZ, Article 17 along with the documents, stated in Paragraph 68 of the Rules. 


138.1. International applicants who submit documents under international contracts submit documents confirming that they are the individuals stated in corresponding international contracts, along with the documents stated in Paragraph 68.


139. Admission of international applicants and stateless individuals to programs containing national security information is conducted within the quota for education of international citizens in compliance with the rules stated by the legislation of the Russian Federation on state security.

XIII. Additional admission to full-time and part-time Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs to the seats within the admission quota


140. In exceptional cases, if seats are not allocated after the enrollment, but available within the admission quota, the university may conduct additional admission in compliance with the Rules within the terms, defined solely by TSU, if this is approved by the university. Enrollment is finished before the first day of the academic year.


141. Information on additional admission is posted on the official website and information board not later than on August 15.

XIV. Admission to seats with Contracts on Rendering Commercial Services


142. Admission of applicants to additional seats with the full reimbursement of the tuition fee is conducted after completed admission tests, competition, and contract, and after TSU receives the tuition fee in compliance with the Contract on Rendering Educational Services (Appendix 9).


143. The Contract on Rendering Educational Services is signed between the university and an applicant being enrolled (hereinafter referred to as Customer) and for a physical party or a legal entity paying the tuition fee (hereinafter referred to as Contractor) in compliance with the Rules on Rendering Commercial Services in TSU, approved on 16.10.2013. This is performed on grounds of:


– an application form from a Customer or Contractor as established by the organization and approved by the dean of a faculty (head of an institute) and Admission Campaign;


– passport of a Customer;


– passport of a Contractor (for physical parties) or a letter of guarantee with details (for legal entities).


144. Contract on Rendering Educational Services is signed for the full period of study.


145. If a Contract is signed with a physical party, one of legal representatives of a Contractor (parents, adoptive parents, and guardians) acts as a Contractor under the Contracts of Customers under 18 years old. Otherwise, a legal representative subcontracts this right (under the notarized power of attorney) to the third party. 
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
